Guidelines for Evaluating Answer Scripts 
 

1. Rhymes: The highest limit of marking is hundred percent. 
For any three mistakes (spellings, punctuation marks, the 
uses of capital & small letters, etc.) one mark shall be 
deducted. But the deduction must not exceed the limit of 
eighty percent of the total marks. 

2. Word Meanings: Hundred percent marks shall be 
awarded for writing correct meanings, Fifty percent marks 
should be deducted if the spelling mistakes are found but 
in this case, the meaning of the word must not be changed. 

3. Making sentences with the given words: Hundred 
percent marks shall be awarded for writing correct 
sentences. The marks shall be zero for wrong use of main 
verbs. Fifty percent marks shall be deducted for wrong use 
of each punctuation mark, capital letter, spelling or other 
grammatical mistakes. 

4. Translations: Hundred percent marks shall be awarded 
for writing correct translations. Fifty percent marks shall 
be deducted for punctuation & spelling mistakes. 

5. Filling gaps with clues: In case of correctly filling up the 
gaps in sentence with appropriate word/words after the 
text, hundred percent marks shall be awarded. 

6. Spelling Test: Hundred percent marks shall be awarded if 
the answer is correctly spelled.  

7.  Word building: Hundred percent marks shall be awarded 
if the word building is correct. 

8. Re-arranging of letters: Full marks shall be awarded if 
the answer is correct and written properly. The rules for 
the use of capital letters, punctuation marks, grammar, etc. 
must be followed or 50 % marks shall be deducted. 
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9. Punctuation & Capitalization: Full marks shall be given 
for the correct answer. For every mistake .5 marks shall be 
deducted. 

10. Hand Writing: A specimen sentence shall be set in the 
question paper asking the students to copy it five times. 

11. If any problem arises beyond the scope of the above noted 
guidelines, in that case, the decision taken by the dept of 
English shall be treated as decisive. 

 

Note : 1. For gap filling and translations, writing down the 

sentences is not mandatory. 

 

 2. For gap filling and translations, the question setters 

shall write the serial numbers of the gaps/sentences.

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Guidelines for Evaluating Answer Script 

Mathematics 
 

1.  If a unit is not written or written wrong answer,  one mark 
shall be deducted 

2.  No marks shall be awarded in case of wrong answering  in 
solution though the answer is correct  

3.  In case of writing wrong answer or not writing answer one 
mark shall be deducted  

4.  In case of writing excess answers, the first required answer 
shall be accepted and the other ones shall be struck off 

5.  One mark shall be deducted in case of writing wrong in 
language in any answer in arithmetic. No marks shall be 
awarded if different meaning is expressed for lingual 
mistake 

6.  In the case of multiplication or division, it should be 
solved directly or the rough must be shown beside the 
solution- otherwise no marks will be awarded 

7.  Geometrical shapes must be drawn with pencil. 
8.  One mark shall be deducted if the number of the question 

is not written or the number of the question is written 
wrong 

9.  Write in words and digits should be written down in the 
answer script. 

10.  If the order of the sequence (smaller to greater, greater to 
smaller) is wrong, he/she will get marks only for the 
correct part. Any mark for the mistake the next part will 
not be given. 

11.  Any problem arising beyond the scope of above noted 
guidelines shall be decided by the Department of 
Mathematics and that decision shall be treated as 
decisive.
